& A Simple Definition of Positive Behavior Support 
 
Positive Behavior Support is a new way of looking at behavior.  It uses 
many approaches to replace challenging behavior with appropriate 
behavior — respecting the person, giving attention to positive behavior, 
ignoring negative behavior (when possible), finding out the purpose of the 
behavior, and teaching new skills.
